15 June – Carlisle and Eden Local Health Group will be concentrating on commissioning projects rather than seeking bids to introduce projects.  Group has identified four priorities for health improvement; Smoking, Exercise, Balanced Eating and Alcohol.

23 June – Sod cutting of Sheepmount Project, temporary bridge now in place and building work has commenced.

26 June – Cumbria Youth Games in Allerdale, young people braved atrocious conditions to produce good sporting performances, Carlisle Girls won both age groups Soccer tournaments and Boys won Rugby competition, Allerdale were day’s overall winners.

29 June – Carlisle Castle Strategy Study to produce vision for future of Castle within broader context of Carlisle once Emergency Planning and County Archives lease at the Castle runs out.

Bitts Park water feature proving popular despite inclement weather and opening hours have been adjusted to meet demand.  Plans being put together to develop rest of park play area.

Go 4 It Scheme to enable young people to try range of sports during school holidays ready to run.

Sport England due to launch NW Regional Strategy which should be a good guide to how to move Sport in Cumbria forward.

Tullie House Development Plan well underway with draft plan due in September.

Devising robust set of performance indicators to provide comprehensive assessment of performance of Carlisle Leisure Ltd, this involves co-operation by City and CLL staff.
