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BEST VALUE PERFORMANCE PLAN 2006/07 - BEST VALUE PERFORMANCE INDICATORS OUTTURN 2005/06 (Key Decision)

Subject Matter

The Head of Policy and Performance Services submitted Report PPP.27/06 enclosing the Best Value Performance Indicator Outturn for 2005/06 for inclusion in the Best Value Performance Plan 2006/07 to be published on 30 June 2006.

The Performance Indicator outturn had been considered by the Community, Corporate Resources and Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committees and Minute Excerpts were submitted.

The Head of Policy and Performance Services submitted recommendations for certain amendments to the Performance Indicator information and also in regard to the observations of the Overview and Scrutiny Committees.

The Chairmen of the Community and Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committees were present at the meeting and spoke to the Executive.

The Chairman of the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee drew attention to the fact that the consideration of the Plan had been a positive process this year in terms of involvement of Overview and Scrutiny Committees.  The main concern of the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee related to the presentation of data in that it may not always be clear and understandable for the public.

The Chairman of the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee commented that improving the presentation of the performance indicator information had also been highlighted by his Committee.  It had been considered that specific topics should be grouped together in the table to provide clearer information on how the City Council was performing in that particular area of activity.  The Committee had also asked for the street lighting performance indicators to be reinstated.

The Head of Policy and Performance acknowledged that the performance indicator information should be presented in as user friendly way as possible.  However, given that the production of the 2006/07 Plan was at an advanced stage, it would not be possible to accommodate the suggestions of the Overview and Scrutiny Committees with regard to presentation this year, but that the presentation would be looked at for the 2007/08 Plan.

Councillor Jefferson, Policy and Performance Management Portfolio Holder, reported that he was grateful for the comments of the Overview and Scrutiny Committees and their involvement in scrutinising the content of the Plan had been helpful in formulating the Plan for 2006/07.
