Summary:-  

The premises occupied by Jackson’s Nightclub are situated in Fisher Street, Carlisle. A Public Entertainment Licence is in operation and the licensee wishes to transfer the licence into three joint names.  In addition a request is made to carry out structural alterations to the ground and first floor of the premises to create a high class restaurant with music and dancing facilities.

To the Chairman and Members of the Licensing & Regulatory Panel on 4th January 2005

1) The premises occupied by Jackson’s are situated in Fisher Street, Carlisle.  This is just out of the City Centre and is primarily a business area, but there is a growing residential population (Appendix A).  Jackson’s has the benefit of a Public Entertainment Licence with operating hours as at paragraph 4 below.  

2) An application has been made through Cartmell Shepherd, Solicitors, for the transfer of the licence into three joint names and to carry out structural alterations to the building  (Appendix B).  The areas involved are the ground and first floors, and will involve refurbishment and construction of new female toilets, bars and extending the kitchen.  The object is to enhance the food side of the business, with music and dancing facilities being complimentary.  It is not proposed in the short term to operate in the basement, however this will remain included in the licence as it has been approved by all responsible authorities.  The alterations will amend the current accommodation limit for the premises that are set by the Fire Service.

3) This application was received on 16th December 2004, with a request that it be listed for the Panel today.  In view of the short time scale replies from the responsible authorities have not been received at the time of printing this report.

(b) Make such variations as they think fit including the imposition of terms, 

      conditions or restrictions other than those so specified ; or

(c) Refuse the application.
