The Summer edition of Carlisle Focus has been delivered to every household in the District and the latest edition of Staff Focus has gone to all employees.



A new website has been designed and launched for the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership.



The Team has developed signage and organised media coverage for the renovations at the Crematorium.



A lot of work went into the creation of display materials and the presentation of evidence for the CPA assessment.



Members' packs have been produced to provide information on the organisation for all Councillors.



The exhibition panel for the foyer explaining the process of creating the new reception area was also produced.



The Team has been working to promote the work of the LSP and the Longtown Youth Council.



Projects currently underway are: production of the Rural Strategy document; publication of a new Pocket Guide; creation of a new Tourism website; creation of a new Life Events section on the City Council website; promotion of summer schemes for young people; production of the next edition of the J44 Newsletter and the introduction of the new Content Management System for the website.  This will enable designated officers from each Business Unit to update their information on the website without relying solely on the Web Development Officer.
