1.0 Introduction

As a Local Planning Authority, Carlisle City Council is committed to training its staff and both enforcement officers will recently be attending the following courses:

Training Courses
The next meeting of the Cumbria Planning Enforcement Group will take place at South Lakeland District Council, Kendal on 5th November 2010.
The annual Enforcement Forum organised by Trevor Roberts Associates will take place at Birchwood Park, Warrington on Thursday 21st October 2010

1.2
Enforcement  and Section 215 Notices Issued
South End Constitutional Club, St Nicholas, Carlisle – Construction of smoking shelter. Enforcement Notice issued on 2nd November 2009, an appeal was lodged with the Planning Inspectorate in December 2009. The Inspector’s decision dated 14th September was to allow the appeal and directed that the enforcement notice be quashed.
7 Cliff Road, Sandysike – Erection of garden/summer house (not in accordance with the approved plans). Enforcement Notice issued on 13th May 2010. The applicants have lodged an appeal with the Planning Inspectorate against the enforcement notice.
Site 78 Kingstown Broadway, Carlisle – Unauthorised sale of motor vehicles. Enforcement Notice issued on 23rd April 2010 following refusal of planning permission. The applicants have lodged an appeal with the Planning Inspectorate against both the refusal of planning permission and the enforcement notice.
Land between sheds 5 & 6 Sandysike, Longtown – Siting of caravans and associated vehicles. Members may recall this application was refused on 23rd April. Officers have commenced enforcement proceedings and following further legal advice from the Assistant Director (Governance) Enforcement Notices will be served shortly.
Brookside, Brisco – Erection of timber framed porch on Listed Building – Listed Building Enforcement Notice issued on 22nd July 2010. An appeal was lodged with the Planning Inspectorate on 25th August 2010.

57 Green Lane, Carlisle – A Section 215 Notice has been served on the owner of this property requiring him to tidy up the front and rear gardens and replace the damaged front windows. No appeal has received and the works must be carried out by 14th December 2010.
Field 2024 Burgh-by-Sands – An Enforcement Notice has been served on the owner of this land following removal of the hedgerow and deposit of hardcore materials, concrete base and erection of a stable and shed. A planning application has recently been submitted but the enforcement notice remains in place. 
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Field 7351, Burgh-by-Sands – A Section 215 Notice has been served on the owner of this land which has become a dumping ground for a large variety of materials including fence 
panels, bathroom fitments, wooden pallets, black bins full of rubbish, tiles, concrete blocks and a host of other items.

Overview of Activity
During 2010, 169 enforcement cases (as at 20th September) have so far been recorded on the Acolaid system. 
·   11 relate to a breach of planning conditions

·    7  relate to the siting of caravans

·   20 relate to agricultural land or buildings

·   73 relate to works at domestic properties

·   34 relate to works or activities at commercial properties

·   12 relate to housing schemes

·   12 relate to unauthorised signage

87 cases (as at 20th September) have been resolved either through negotiation or where site visits have revealed that no breach of planning control has actually taken place or where necessary, planning applications have been submitted and approved. 
70 involve ongoing monitoring or negotiation to achieve a resolution
12 are awaiting applications to be submitted or be determined

In addition 28 cases are still active from 2009 and 11 cases received prior to 2008 are still active for the following reasons:
Enforcement Notices have been issued in 3 cases

Prosecution has taken place on 1 of the cases

Section 215 action is being taken in 2 cases

Applications have been submitted and awaiting determination in 2 cases

Negotiations are taking place on 3 cases but it is not expedient to take enforcement action
