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Summary:-  

Public entertainment, theatre, cinema and late night refreshment house licences issued by this Council are all issued for a 12 month period and fall due for renewal during 2005.  These licences will be repealed on the ‘2nd Appointed Day’, only part way through the 12 month period.  This report recommends that a proportion of the fee be reimbursed.

Recommendation:-

Members to reach a decision from the options outlined after hearing the submissions.

To the Chairman and Members of the Licensing & Regulatory Panel on 16th March 2005

1) The Licensing and Regulatory Panel determine the fees for all licences issued by this Council.  The fees were last agreed on 8th November 2004 and became due for the grant or renewal of licences issued after 1st February 2005.

2) Public entertainment, theatre, cinema and late night refreshment house licences become ’Regulated Entertainment’ under the Licensing Act 2003.

3) The current licences are all issued for a 12 month period and fall due for renewal on various dates throughout 2005.  They will cease on the ‘2nd Appointed Day’ when their primary legislation is repealed.  This date will be part way through the 12 month period of validity.  The 2nd Appointed Day has yet to be announced by the Government but is expected to be in November 2005.

4) The transitional period under the Act falls between 7th February and 6th August 2005, during which current holders of these licences may apply to convert their existing licences to the new premises licence.  A fee is payable at the same time and the second annual fee is due 12 months after the converted licence is granted.

5) It can be seen that during 2005, applicants will pay for the new premises licence under the Licensing Act 2003, whilst already having paid for their existing licences under current legislation. In effect they will be paying for a similar licence, twice during the same period.

6) Public entertainment licences issued by this Council are all renewable on 30th April each year.

14) It is estimated that the cost of administration, inspection and granting a licence would average approximately £100.  The remainder of the fee would cover further inspections, liaison with responsible authorities, enforcement. etc.

Recommendation

1.     That the current licences are charged at the full rate until the 2nd Appointed Day is announced.

2. Once the 2nd Appointed Day is announced, renewal fees are charged in accordance with the recommendations at 3 and 4 below.  In addition any licences already renewed be reimbursed proportionately as outlined.

3. That each renewal of existing licences be charged £100 administration fee.

4.     That the remainder of the fee be charged proportionally, dependent upon the number of months of validity remaining prior to the 2nd Appointed Day.
