Reason:
The development would result in the loss of the existing field which extends into the heart of the village and makes a significant contribution to the amenity and character of this part of the settlement.  Its loss will not be mitigated by the open space proposed or by any comprehensive landscape  treatment proffered as part of the development.  Whilst it is acknowledged that the application site has no current development plan landscape designation, it’s development is nonetheless considered to be detrimental to visual amenity and contrary to the Cumbria and Lake District Joint Structure Plan Policy 27, Open Spaces, and the parallel criteria in the Carlisle District Local Plan Policy H5, Village Development.



2.
Reason:
The development would intrude into open countryside, is not considered to be well related to the scale, form and character of this part of Moorhouse nor to existing property in the village, contrary to criteria 1, 2 and 3 of Policy H5, Village Development, of the Carlisle District Local Plan.  No local need has been indicated as part of the development nor is it proposed as an exception site for affordable housing.  The development is not therefore considered to be sustainable under the Interim Housing Policy Statement or under Planning Policy Guidance Note 3 - Housing.

Reason:
The applicants have failed to demonstrate that their proposals for both foul and surface water disposal from the development are technically competent or administratively deliverable and thus that the drainage problems known to exist in this part of Moorhouse will not be compounded as a result.
