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Housing

“It’s Your Move”

This programme has now commenced and works with homeless people to help them turn their lives round by providing them with the skills and know how to be able to get their own tenancy and then to be able to keep their home.

The training programme looks at how to prepare for a move, money management, social skills such as communication, confidence building, healthy eating and nutrition and working with others.  It also importantly, looks at how to look after your tenancy, getting on with neighbours, issues around anti social behaviour and living on your own.

The idea is to stop people becoming homeless again through tenancy failure or not having the skills needed to live independently in the community.

This programme is part of a new overall approach to dealing with homeless people’s support needs in our hostels and other temporary accommodation.

Choice Based Lettings

A bid has been submitted to DCLG on 12 October 2007 for grant funding up to £100,000 to enable a choice based lettings system to be put in place over an 18 month period.  The partnership includes South Lakeland DC, Eden DC, Carlisle CC, Supporting People Commissioning Body, Carlisle HA, Eden HA, South Lakes Homes, Two Castles HA, Impact HA and Home Housing.  Indications of success should be known in November.

Extra Care Scheme

Following a tender process a housing partner has been selected – Eden HA.  The release of the land at Newtown Road will enable the development of a scheme providing both accommodation and support.

Young Persons’ Foyer

Project work has started in taking this scheme forward with the YMCA appointing a project manager.  Architects are finalising the drawings and application for planning permission on the building in Fisher Street, Carlisle.

Gypsy and Traveller Accommodation Assessment

This is being undertaken by Salford University in conjunction with the other district councils in Cumbria.  The report should be available in January and will provide information regarding assessed need for site provision.

Energy Efficiency Advice Centre

We have been shortlisted for the National Energy Efficiency Awards.  The opposition is Sky Broadcasting, the Carbon Trust and University of Edinburgh.  We have been awaiting further information on the Sustainable Energy Centre.  However, the tender for the North West Sustainable Energy Network has just been published on the European Website so work will commence on putting forward a bid.

Smokefree Carlisle    

It is 104 days since Smokefree was introduced throughout England. In Carlisle and District, the Smokefree Education officers have not been used in a formal enforcement capacity to date as there have been no breaches of the new legislation that could not be dealt with by use of the informal/educative approach. The Smokefree Educators have continued to offer advice and support to businesses throughout the District and to further compliment this they will be undertaking smoking cessation training at the end of October, to provide an enhanced service to members of the public and businesses alike.
The Environmental Health officers are now represented on the CSP Healthy Communities and Older People Priority Group.

CDRP

Three Designated Public Place Orders are planned and consultation began on 19 October.

The intended areas to be covered are the St James’ Park area and two city centre areas, ie, parts of Castle and St Aidan’s Wards.  

These are planned to be in place in time for Christmas and New Year.

HCOP

The Healthy Communities and Older People Priority Group held a networking event on 28 September,  Professor John Ashton being the speaker.  It was a well attended event and drew many partner agencies together.

There are also events planned at 3 community centres and 3 schools, promoting healthy living, including a cookery demonstration, free samples, give-aways and tasters.

These events will focus on promoting and developing healthier communities in some of the most deprived and isolated areas in Carlisle and raising awareness to local Health Advice and Support.
