LICENSING HISTORY

Mr Thompson was first granted a Hackney Carriage drivers licence on the 14th September 2006. He had 3 points valid on his driving licence for a speeding offence committed in September 2004. He also had a number of convictions dating back to 1982 which, as a taxi driver, are never spent. As his last criminal conviction was in 1998 it was decided to grant his application. He was however issued with a warning letter which stated that if there were any further offences he may have to appear before The Licensing Panel where his licence could be either suspended or revoked. ( Appendix 1 ).
On the 1st December 2006, less than 3 months after being granted his licence, he received a further speeding offence and was given a fixed penalty and 3 points. On his next renewal, in July 2007, he failed to declare this speeding offence on his statutory declaration. This is an offence under The Perjury Act. ( Appendix 2 )

On the 8th of January 2008 he received a further speeding offence and was given a fixed penalty and 3 points. When he came to renew his licence in July 2008 he again failed to declare any of these speeding offences on his statutory declaration although they were now endorsed on his DVLA driving licence. ( Appendix 3 )

LEGISLATION

Section 61 (1) of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, states that 

a District Council may suspend or revoke a Hackney Carriage  Drivers Licence on a number of grounds.

Section 61 (1) (b) gives the grounds of “any other reasonable cause”   ( Appendix 4 )

OPTIONS

It is recommended that after hearing the evidence and any representations from Mr Thompson, members reach a decision in line with the options available.

1 To take no further action.

2 To issue him with a letter of warning

3 To suspend his Hackney Carriage drivers licence for a period of time.

4 To revoke his Hackney Carriage  drivers licence

5 As well as or instead of the above, to require him to sit and pass a Driving Standards Agency Taxi Driving Test
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
