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Summary:-

Introduction

1.1
A planning application submitted under the Town & Country Planning General Regulations by the Head of Leisure Services for the refurbishment of a children’s play area on land to the rear of Holywell Crescent, Borland Avenue and Durranhill Road has recently been approved under the Scheme of Delegation (application reference 04/1567).

1.2
The proposals involve the rationalisation of footpaths through the site, so that the play area becomes self contained and separate from the footpath.  This will result in a short section of footpath being taken out of use and this will require a Stopping-up Order under Section 257 of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990.  The footpath in question is shown bold on the plan appended to this report.

The development cannot be implemented without this and a condition has, therefore, been attached requiring that the Stopping-up Order is obtained before development commences.

This Committee and Members are requested to support the action that authority for a Stopping-up Order is pursued.
