The Bridge End Inn is situated at Bridge End, Dalston, Carlisle. The licensee makes application for an Occasional Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the premises.  A number of letters of complaint were received following a previous unofficial event.

APPLICATION

1) The Bridge End Inn is situated at Bridge End, Dalston, Carlisle. The area is predominantly residential with a garage on the opposite side of the road. (Appendix A). Application is made for an Occasional Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the premises (Appendix B).

3) 
The application is for Monday 30th August 2004 (Public Holiday) and would apply to the garden area of the premises.  Following discussions with the applicant, the hours requested are two ¾ hour sessions between 4pm and 6.30pm.  Mr Ramsay intends to hold a family orientated afternoon with singing entertainment between the hours requested.

4) Schedule 1 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the legislation for the licensing of public entertainment.  


Paragraph 2 sub sections 4 & 5 of the Schedule reads as follows:

(4) The appropriate authority may grant to any applicant, and from time to time renew, a licence for the use of any place specified in it for all or any part of the entertainment to which this paragraph applies on such terms and conditions and subject to such restrictions as may be so specified.

(5) The appropriate authority may grant a licence under this paragraph in respect of such one or more particular occasions only as may be defined in the licence.

5) Environmental Services have no objection, however comment that the applicant has been informed that the level of noise from amplified music/entertainment or any other aspect of the event must not cause nuisance to the locality. (Appendix C)

Cumbria Fire Service has been consulted and has no objection, however recommend the maximum occupancy for the garden should not exceed 160 persons. (Appendix D)

6) Cumbria Constabulary has no objection to the application (Appendix E)

PREVIOUS HISTORY

8)
On 29th May 2004 (also a Public Holiday), Mr Ramsay held an unofficial singing event in the garden of the premises.  A number of written and verbal complaints were received regarding noise nuisance created by the entertainment.  When questioned about this Mr Ramsay stated that it was impromptu sing along by regulars using a microphone and amplifier.  He was issued with a warning letter for allowing unlicensed public entertainment.

9) Since the unofficial event, Mr Ramsay has applied for three further events on 26th June, 4th July and 30th August 2004. 

10)  After careful consideration of the objections, speaking to Mr Ramsay and advice being given by an Environmental Protection Officer, the event of 26th June 2004 was granted subject to similar conditions as outlined in paragraph 11) below.  The event was however cancelled due to inclement weather.

11) The application for 4th July 2004 was granted subject to the following conditions:

(1) The musical entertainment shall be restricted to two 45 minute sessions held between 3pm and 6.30pm on 4th July 2004.  The sessions will be separated by a break during which no amplified music/entertainment will be provided.

(2) The licensee must ensure that the level of noise from the amplified music/entertainment or any other aspect of the event (e.g. Generator units or similar) does not cause a noise nuisance to local residents.

(3) The entertainment shall be limited to the garden area and in accordance with the requirements of Cumbria fire service, no more than 160 persons shall be accommodated in the garden.

(4) The licensee has a duty under the Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974, to protect not only his employees but those who may be affected by his work activity i.e. The public and contractors who may visit the site.

12) All objectors have been informed of the permission for 4th July and have been invited to comment and attend this panel should they wish to object to the application today.

OPTIONS

1. To grant an occasional Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the hours requested

2. To grant an occasional Public Entertainment Licence to such hours as the Panel consider appropriate

3.  To refuse the application
