CARLISLE DISTRICT LOCAL PLAN – REVISED REDEPOSIT (Key Decision)

Portfolio
Environment and Infrastructure

Subject Matter

The Local Plans and Conservation Manager submitted Report DS.41/06 setting out the revisions to the Local Plan to take into account a series of background technical papers covering, Strategic Environmental Assessment, Strategic Flood Risk, Retail Capacity and Carlisle Renaissance.  The report detailed proposed changes to the Plan to take account of the evidence in the reports’ findings.

A Strategic Flood Risk Assessment has been undertaken to comply with PPG25, an update of the Council’s Retail Capacity Study and the ongoing work of Carlisle Renaissance (Development Framework and Movement Strategy) have also been integrated into the Plan.  Further work is being undertaken on the implications of the above documents as they are still in draft.  The detailed wording of amendments would be incorporated into the report shortly. 

The Executive was requested to agree to the Revised Redeposit as the basis for consultation with the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 13 July 2006 with comments reported back to the Executive on 31 July 2006.

Following consideration of Overview and Scrutiny Committee comments, the Redeposit Draft would then be reported to the City Council for approval and released for public consultation.

The Portfolio Holder for Environment and Infrastructure questioned whether the Plan included reference to sustainable energy, civic amenity sites; and whether the closure of Lochinvar School for example would impact upon the key service centre status of Longtown. He further expressed concern as regards the short timescale allowed for consultation responses on the Cumbria Minerals and Waste Development Framework 2007 to 2018 which had real implications for the whole of Cumbria.

The Local Plans and Conservation Manager commented that Policies did exist as regards waste recycling, sustainable development etc. which were already environmentally friendly and so were not included within the report before Members today.  Key Service Centres were identified through the Structure Plan and research was undertaken by the North West Regional Assembly on criteria for categorisation of the same.

He further advised that the County Council has consulted the City Council on the issues and options for the Cumbria Minerals and Waste Development Framework 2007 to 2018, which is a discussion paper setting out proposals and policies for planning mineral working and waste management developments and for protecting the environment over the period until 2018.  A number of sites had been identified for discussion and responses to the consultation exercise had to be submitted by 31 July 2006.

Members considered that the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee should be invited to comment upon the consultation document at the special meeting to be held on 13 July 2006, prior to the Executive considering the matter on 31 July and responding to the County Council.

Summary of options rejected

DECISION

1.  That the revised Redeposit Plan be forwarded  to the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee for observations.

2.  That following consideration by the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee, the Executive will give further consideration to the wording of the revised Redeposit Plan before recommending it be forwarded to the City Council for release for public consultation.

3. That the consultation document concerning the Issues and Options for the Cumbria Minerals and Waste Development Framework 2007 to 2018 be forwarded to the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee for observations, prior to the Executive considering the same and responding to the consultation by 31 July 2006.

Reasons for Decision

The Local Plan requires the approval of Council prior to consultation and adoption and provides a statement of the Council’s planning policies regarding development in the district.  Involvement of the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee will assist in ensuring that the correct planning policies are developed.
