BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OPTIONS

1.1
Members received report P.01/03 on the commencement of the Review of the Local Plan.  In Spring 2003 the Issues Paper was made publicly available for comment and the comments received have been taken into account by Officers reviewing the Local Plan.  The responses were reported to Executive for information on the 18 December 2003 (P.67/03).

1.2
Since that report Officers have reported revised policies and proposals to Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee on the 22 January 2004, 4 March 2004 and 15 April 2004.  The comments of that Committee have been incorporated in reviewing the policies.  In addition the Local Plan has been reported to an informal meeting of Council on the 10 May 2004 for all Member input.  The comments arising from this meeting will be verbally reported to Members of the Executive.

A draft version of the text is attached to this report (as reported to Council) which will form the “Deposit Draft”.  The “Deposit Draft” stage is the first stage at which the Local Plan appears as a revised version of the plan, complete with proposals map.  Regulations determine the length of consultation and appropriate notices to appear in the Local Press to advertise the consultation.
