EAST CUMBRIA COUNTRYSIDE PROJECT

Members considered a report of Mr P Gray, ECCP Project Officer regarding the future of the East Cumbria Countryside Project.  The report included an update of the progress made to identify possible options for changes to the constitutional status of ECCP.

ECCP officers had received advice from advisers from the Carlisle Council for Voluntary Service who had assisted in identifying options for the future status of ECCP.  Identified options included ECCP as a charitable trust, a company limited by guarantee or the status quo.

RESOLVED that the content of the report be noted and that officers be authorised to carry out further investigations, reporting back to the meeting of this Committee following the ECCP Executive Committee in March 2005.

WASTE MANAGEMENT

The Committee considered report CTS/14/04 of the Head of Commercial and Technical Services, Carlisle City Council, updating Members on progress being made on waste management and recycling projects in Eden and Carlisle.

Members noted the success of the kerbside recycling schemes with the garden waste collected being twenty five percent more than forecast.

It was also noted that a more constructive relationship was being established between the Districts and the County Council with regard to waste disposal with the inclusion of a district representative on the Strategic Partnership group.

The Committee was advised that a ‘New Technologies’ seminar had been arranged for 25 October at Tullie House which would brief Members on the range of new waste management technologies being developed.

Members of the Committee identified the education of the public and manufacturers about waste management and the introduction of measures to comply with the Waste Electrical Equipment directive as areas to concentrate efforts in the near future.

RESOLVED that the report be NOTED and that priorities identified by members of this Committee be passed on to the Member and officer joint working groups.
