The review of the Carlisle District Local Plan commenced in 2003 with the publication of a key Issue Paper in the spring.  The responses to that paper were reported to Executive on 18 December 2003 and it was resolved that work on the detailed Policies should progress through Overview & Scrutiny Committee, in conjunction with the Portfolio Holder for Environment Infrastructure and Transport.

Since adoption of the Local Plan in September 1997 there have been a number of changes to Planning Policy Guidance notes, the publication of RPG 13 Regional Planning Guidance for the North West and the deposit version of a revised County and Lake District Joint Structure Plan.

As a consequence of the above changes a number of Policies require updating and the format of the plan reviewed.

Format of the Plan

Attached at Appendix 1 is a proposed content table for the revised plan.  This sets out the list of Policies for the plan.  The Policies make a clear distinction between a Section of Core Strategic Polices, which all proposals will be judged against and Local Policies which refer to specific sites/issues within part of the District.

Member’s views are invited on any Policy areas that they consider should also be included.

Core Policies

3.1
The first section to be considered by Members is a set of Core Policies.  These are attached at Appendix 2.  It is intended that these Policies will apply to all types of development proposals, whether it is a new dwelling or a new factory.  As a result of which the Policy should transcend the traditional housing or employment chapters.   This avoids the necessity to duplicate Policies such as those covering disabled access in the current Local Plan.

It is intended that these Policies will form part of the Deposit Local Plan. The Deposit Plan is the first published copy of the reviewed plan put out to public consultation known as “Deposit” for a statutory period of 6 weeks.  Member’s views are invited on the Policies.

To assist Members in their deliberation, existing Policies are included for comparison.

It is recommended that subject to Members comments theses Policies form the basis of the Deposit Local Plan.
