REFERENCE FROM THE CITY COUNCIL - CARLISLE RENAISSANCE FUNDING DELIVERY (Non-Key Decision)

Portfolio - Promoting Carlisle; and Environment & Infrastructure

Subject Matter - There was submitted a Minute Excerpt from the City Council on 17 July 2007 on Carlisle Renaissance Funding Delivery.

The Executive on 2 July 2007 (EX.161/07) had made a recommendation to the Council regarding the allocation of capital resources from the Local Authority Business Grant Initiative grant to fund a public realm improvement scheme on Castle Street.

The City Council had agreed that the allocation of £840,00 from Capital Reserves (funded from the LABGI Grant) to fund a public realm improvement scheme on Castle street be referred back to the Executive, so that the Executive could provide further details of the scheme to all Members of the City Council and to ensure that the proper process is initiated and followed that would enable all Members of the City Council and prospective partners to be fully informed of this and future Carlisle Renaissance initiatives.

The Leader commented that Castle Street needs refurbishment and commencing with the development and regeneration of the historic core was an important part of Carlisle Renaissance.  An Overview and Scrutiny workshop would be arranged to involved Overview and Scrutiny Members in the development of plans for the Castle Street project, followed by a report to the Executive on 28 August 2007.  In addition, officers and members were continuing to work on developing a programme for taking Carlisle Renaissance through the Overview and Scrutiny process.

Summary of Options rejected – None

DECISION

The Executive confirms its recommendation to Council that £840,000 from Capital Resources (funded from the Local Authority Business Growth Initiative Grant) be allocated to fund a public realm improvement scheme on Castle Street, but suggests that an Overview and Scrutiny workshop session be held to involved Members in the development of the scheme, with a report back to the next meeting of the Executive.
