1) ‘Mojo’ is a café bar that is to be situated in Botchergate Carlisle. The premises will require some internal alteration prior to opening for this purpose.  The area is predominantly commercial including shops, offices and licensed premises. (Appendix A). Application is made for a Provisional Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the premises (Appendix B).

The hours of operation requested are:

· Monday - Saturday
1100 hours until 0200hours following day

· Sunday
1100 hours until 0030 hours the following day

other than where the Sunday falls before a day which is a    

Bank Holiday when the terminal hour will be 0200 hours,    

other than Easter Sunday.

4) 
Schedule 1 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the legislation for the licensing of public entertainment.  Section 15 of the Schedule reads as follows:

(1) Where application is made to the appropriate authority for the grant of an entertainment’s licence in respect of premises which are to be, or are in the course of being, constructed, extended or altered and the authority are satisfied that the premises would, if completed in accordance with plans deposited in accordance with the requirements of the authority, be such that they would grant a licence, the authority may grant the licence subject to a condition that it shall be of no effect until confirmed by them.

(2) The authority shall confirm any licence granted by virtue of the foregoing sub-paragraph if and when they are satisfied that the premises have been completed in accordance with the plans referred to in sub-paragraph (1) above or in accordance with those plans as modified with the approval of the authority, and that the licence is held by a fit and proper person.

5) Environmental Services make the comment that that noise created by patrons visiting premises of this nature late at night can cause disturbance to local residents. Noise so generated usually falls outside the scope of normal abatement legislation. (Appendix C)

6) Planning Services have indicated that the opening hours in the application are in contravention to planning consent granted on 18th April 2000. (Appendix D)  Burnetts Solicitors, representing Miss Thomson, have written to the Council acknowledging the discrepancy in planning permission and explaining that it is being addressed (Appendix F).

7) 
Cumbria Fire Service has been consulted and is not happy with the current fire precautions at the premises and have made recommendations that should be implemented immediately (Appendix E)

8) 
Cumbria Constabulary has no objection to the application (Appendix G)

9) Carlisle Access is unable to comment at this stage as the premises are unsuitable to visit at this time. (Appendix H)

10) This application has been advertised in the local newspaper. There are no objections lodged regarding this application.

Members are requested to consider the application, the objections raised and determine the outcome referring to the options available.

OPTIONS

1. To grant a Provisional Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the hours requested

2. To grant a Provisional Public Entertainment Licence to such hours as the Panel consider appropriate

1 & 2 subject to the Licensing Manager being satisfied that the requirements of the relevant authorities are met and inspected
