APPLICATION FOR A LICENCE TO DRIVE A HACKNEY CARRIAGE

The Licensing Officer presented Report LDS.45/09 regarding an application for a licence to drive a Hackney Carriage.

JC, the applicant and SM, a colleague of JC, were in attendance at the meeting. 

The Head of Legal Services outlined the procedure the Panel would follow.  JC confirmed that he had received and read the Licensing Officer’s report. The Head of Legal Services advised JC that he had a right to be represented but he indicated that he did not wish to be so represented.

The Licensing Officer provided details of the application.

JC then addressed the Panel.  He explained how his life and circumstances had changed since his convictions.

SM then addressed the Panel on behalf of JC.  He confirmed JC’s circumstances since JC’s convictions.

The respective parties then withdrew from the meeting whilst the Panel gave detailed consideration to the matter.

The respective parties returned to the meeting at which point the Chairman addressed JC.  JC was left under no misapprehension as to the gravity with which the Panel had viewed his record of convictions and that should there be any further transgression on his part in the future, he would be brought back before the Panel and this would be taken into account along with his existing record.  JC thanked the Panel for their trust and stated that he would not let them down.

RESOLVED –That, having given detailed consideration to the matter, the Panel agreed that, the Hackney Carriage Driver’s licence be granted, subject to JC successfully passing his DSA ‘Taxi’ test and JC to be issued with a letter of warning as to his future conduct.
