REGRADING APPEAL

Consideration was given to a Joint re-grading appeal lodged by Building Clerk of Works Post SP229 and SP227 in the Design Division/Client Section of the Department of Environment and Development against the decision of the Director of Environment and Development to reject an application for re grading of Posts SP229 and SP227 from the present grade of Scale 4/5 to a new grade of Scale 6 on the grounds of increased duties and responsibilities.  

The Appeals Panel had been circulated with a copy of the applications for re-grading submitted by the Appellants and the response from the Director of Environment and Development.  The Appellants also circulated at the meeting a copy of supporting letters from previous Line Managers and a collection of photographs to highlight points which they had made in their submission.

The Appeals Panel having heard the submissions made by the Appellants and the response thereto by the Director of Environment and Development the parties concerned withdrew from the meeting to enable the Panel to give detailed consideration to the matter.

RESOLVED – That the Appeal be upheld and the two posts of Building Clerk of Works Posts SP229 and SP227 be re-graded from their existing Scale 4/5 to a new grade of Scale 6 with effect from 5 October 2001 on the basis that the post holders had taken on additional duties and responsibilities in respect of mechanical and electrical works requiring a higher level of initiative and independent action.  It was recognised that more supervision was required in relation to contractors and this involved work previously carried out by a supervising officer.
