Reason for Decision
The Tullie Card is a valuable method of creating loyalty and encouraging frequent visits from people who hold it.  The LSP offers a viable route to broaden the range of joint working between Carlisle and Eden.  Research has shown that for visitors outside of the Carlisle area to Tullie House, those from Eden are most frequent.  Offering them an opportunity to buy a Tullie Card is a means by which the frequency of visits can be increased.
