Subject Matter

Pursuant to Minute Excerpt EX.172/08 the Director of Community Services reported (CS.58/08) on the challenges facing the East Cumbria Countryside Project and outlined the four options available to Members.  The matter had been considered by the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 31 July 2008 (IOS.66/08) and outlined the Committees comments and concerns. The Director also advised Members of the response from Eden District Council.

Summary of options rejected

2. The Director of Community Services, in conjunction with other partners and the ECCP Executive continues to assess future options with a view to presenting further proposals for the future of ECCP in January to take effect from April 2009

3. The Director of Community Services, in conjunction with other partners and the ECCP Executive continues to seek efficiencies in operations during 2008/9

Reasons for Decision

The implementation of option 1 will address the financial difficulties facing ECCP in 2008/9.  An ongoing review would be undertaken over the next 6 months, during which the success of grant applications will be known, to assess the future operation.
