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REVIEW OF CHARGES 2007/08 –

LEGAL AND DEMOCRATIC SERVICES

1. BACKGROUND

1.1
Each Service Manager is required to carry out an annual review of fees and charges.

1.2
This report proposes the review of charges within the Legal and Democratic Services Directorate in respect of charges for Licensing, Electoral Registers, Minute books and room bookings and Local Land Searches.  The report has been prepared in accordance with the principles recently approved under the Council’s Corporate Charging Policy.

The charges, which have been reviewed, are addressed separately below.

Attached at Appendix A is an extract from the summary of charges book, which shows the current and proposed level of charge for each of these services.

2. CORPORATE CHARGING POLICY

2.1 The Corporate Charging Policy, which was approved by Council on 18 July 2006, sets out three basic principles to underpin the City Council’s policy for reviewing charges.

· Delivery of the Corporate Priorities – fees and charges should be used to assist in the delivery of the Council’s corporate priorities and to address strategic and cross cutting issues between services.

· Clarifying the cost of service and the basis of concessions – to clarify the costs and the extent to which the Council subsidises services and to identify which disadvantaged groups should benefit from any concessions granted.

· Income Generation – to aim to increase the proportion of income contributed by users of services where appropriate, rather than the cost being met from the general Council Taxpayer. 

· Where charges for services are made they should be cognisant of the costs where appropriate, any statutory constraints over charging levels, maintaining levels of customer satisfaction, demand for services and price sensitivity issues.  The income target for 2007/08 to 2009/10 has been set to produce a minimum overall increase in income equal to inflation plus 1%. For 2007/08, this means that the corporate target is 3.1%, i.e. an additional income of £139,500.

3. ELECTORAL REGISTERS

3.1
The Electoral Registration Officer has a statutory duty to maintain the electoral register and to publish a revised register by 1 December each year.  Under the Representation of the People Regulations 2001, the Registration Officer must on request supply a copy of the full register to government departments and credit reference agencies and the edited version of the register to any person.  The fees for supply of both registers are prescribed in the Regulations and are revised from time to time.  The Council has no discretion to alter them.  The current fees are £10 plus £5 for each 1000 entries for printed registers and £20 plus £1.50 for each 1000 entries in computer data form.  A limited number of companies tend to buy the register each year so the level of income is generally static.  

3.2
Marked copies of electoral registers used at polling stations are available for inspection for six months following each local election.  Copies of these registers can be purchased on payment of a fee determined by the Council.  The current fee is 15p per page and an increase of 6.7% to 16p per page is recommended.

MINUTE BOOKS AND ROOM BOOKINGS

4.1
The charge for hire of a room in the Civic Centre is currently £77.50 per session; a session comprising morning, afternoon or evening use.  An increase of 3.2% to £80.00 is recommended from 1 April 2007.  Based on the level of income achieved in the last full year ie 2005/06, the level of income expected to be generated in 2007/08 is £2,560.  

4.2
The charge levied for the sale of Council Minute Books is £15.00 per copy plus VAT.  A number of outside bodies continue to receive free copies of Minute Books and at present one Company receives a chargeable copy.  It is recommended that the charge is increased by 3.4% to £15.50 from 1 April 2007.  The annual income from sale of council minutes is negligible.  

5.
LOCAL LAND SEARCHES

5.1 The cost of a standard search is presently £112.00 which is based on the standard Local Land Charges Search Fee of £6.00 together with the fee for the Standard Enquiries of £106.00.  Details of fees for 2006/07 and proposed fees for 2007/08 can be found in Appendix A.

5.2 The Local Land Charges Search Fee is determined by the Home Office and at the last review the charge was raised to £6.00.  The Council has no control over this fee as it is fixed by Central Government. 

5.3 The Council does, however, control the remainder of the fees.  In setting these fees, the Council must have regard to the provisions of the Local Authorities (Charges for Land Searches) Regulations 1994.  These regulations state that the amount of charge is at the Local Authority's discretion but in determining the charges to be made, the Authority must have regard to its costs in dealing with the enquiries.

Due to performance indicators early in 2005/06 the estimated number of searches anticipated to be received was 2800.  Members will see that the actual figure was 3578.  Current performance this year is slightly ahead of last year.

During the next financial year The Home Information Pack Regulations 2006 come into force.  From 1 June 2007 sellers of residential property in England & Wales will have to produce a standard pack of information known as “Home Information Pack”.  This should contain all information that a prospective purchaser may need to proceed with a purchase.  At this moment in time the Government is apparently reconsidering the format of the packs.  The impact on the Local Land Charge Search system is unquantifiable at present.

Due to the foregoing the anticipated number of searches for 2007/08 has been left at 2800.

Local Authorities have been advised that they should estimate that 20% of searches will be submitted as level 2/3 searches (i.e. received and despatched via the internet).  These searches are charged at only 80% of the rate applicable to a paper search.  On the basis of this advice, the target level of income set under the Corporate Charging Policy the fees have been calculated as set out in 6.1.

5.6
The above estimate proposals would produce an income for 2007/08 in the region of £308,560.  It should be noted that these estimates are based on search throughput in previous years and performance so far this year.  It is predicted that the number of searches requested in 2007/08 will be 2,800 (see paragraph 5.5). The actual amounts of net income will depend entirely on the actual volume of searches which are made together with any increase in costs, particularly in the costs of Capita dbs. 

4. SUMMARY OF INCOME GENERATED
