LC.15/06           GAMBLING ACT 2005 – UPDATE ON IMPLEMENTATION

The Licensing Manager submitted report LDS.19/06 regarding the implementation of the Gambling Act 2005.

He reported that the Gambling Act repeals the Betting and Lotteries Act 1963, the Gaming Act 1968 and the Lotteries and Amusements Act 1976.  The Act gives new responsibility to Licensing Authorities to undertake a number of licensing and regulatory function in relation to gambling premises.

He reported that in all of their activities, Authorities will be guided be the three licensing objectives set out in Section 1 of the Act:

· To prevent gambling from being a source of crime and disorder, being associated with crime and disorder or being used to support crime;

· To ensure that gambling is conducted in a fair and open way; and

· To protect children and vulnerable persons from being harmed or exploited by gambling.

He stated that the draft Gambling Act Policy Statement would be ready to send out to consultation on 1 July 2006.  He reported that the draft was prepared jointly by the six local Cumbrian Authorities.  The draft will be out for consultation for three months and will be sent to approximately eighty organisations for consultation.  He reported that the Policy Statement will be published by 3 January 2007 and will go to full Council in November/December 2006.  After the publication of the Statement the first appointed day will be 31 January 2007, from which date gambling applications will start coming to the Licensing Authority.  Full implementation of the Gambling Act 2005 will take place on 1 September 2007.

He reported that training for the Gambling Act 2005 had been arranged for 29 January 2007 for all Members of the Licensing Committee and he stated that Members who do not attend the training would be unable to sit on the Licensing Sub Committees.  The training will take approximately half a day and full details would follow.

The Licensing Manager requested that Members of the Licensing Committee appoint a Gambling Policy Working Party to consider the draft policy document prior to consultation.

RESOLVED – (1) That report LDS.19/06 be noted.

(2) That Councillors Boaden, Mrs Farmer and Morton, or substitutes, be appointed to the Gambling Policy Working Group for Municipal Year 2006/07.
