Subject Matter


To consider further development of mutual aid arrangements in relation to Emergency Control Centres in Cumbria in pursuance of statutory duties under the Civil Contingencies Act 2004.  The decision will allow partners to have access to Carlisle City Council's Emergency Control Centre and will be reciprocated by the City Council having similar access to other such facilities.

As with any activation of the Emergency Control Centre, there would be some consequential relocation of City Council Committee meetings during the critical phase of any such emergency, the costs of which would be covered by the user.

Summary of Options Rejected
Not participating in arrangements for mutual aid in relation to Emergency Control Centres.

DECISION
That it be agreed that other Cumbrian Local Authorities, Category 1 Responders (under Civil Contingencies Act 2004) and site operators should be able to use the Emergency Control Centre in the Civic Centre, Carlisle.  This being where it is appropriate due to the circumstances pertaining, the scale of the emergency, the unavailability of suitable local facilities or the planned facilities being rendered unsuitable or unavailable due to the emergency itself.  Agencies taking up this option would be responsible for reimbursement of appropriate City Council costs.

Reason for Decision
To continue development of the Countywide response to duties under the Civil Contingencies Act 2004.  To further mutual aid arrangements whereby the City Council would similarly enjoy access to alternative Control Centre facilities.
