APPEAL BY DC


(Public and Press excluded by virtue of paragraph 3)

The Manager – Client and Enabling submitted details of an appeal by DC against the policy which prevented tenants in rent arrears from transferring to an alternative property.

DC was present at the meeting and outlined the reasons for the appeal and responded to Members’ questions in relation thereto.

Members then gave detailed consideration to the matter, in particular DC’s current personal circumstances and the well-being of the children.

RESOLVED – That the appeal be upheld and DC be accepted onto the Transfer List, subject to DC clearing the rent arrears before a transfer takes place.

APPEAL BY HLMcM

(Public and Press excluded by virtue of paragraph 3)

The Manager – Client and Enabling submitted details of an appeal by HLMcM against the policy not to allow inclusion onto the Housing Register due to rent arrears in respect of a former tenancy and former tenant arrears with a Registered Social Landlord.

HLMcM was present at the meeting and outlined the reasons for the appeal and responded to Members’ questions in relation thereto.

Members then gave detailed consideration to the matter, in particular HLMcM’s personal circumstances.

RESOLVED – (1) That the appeal by HLMcM be refused and she should not be accepted onto the Housing Register for the following reasons:-

(a) eviction from a property held under a tenancy from a Registered Social Landlord within the last three years;

(b) outstanding rent arrears with Carlisle City Council in respect of which the appellant has failed to demonstrate any willingness to repay;

(c) outstanding rent arrears with a Registered Social Landlord.

5.
APPEAL BY JJS

(Public and Press excluded by virtue of paragraph 3)

The Manager – Client and Enabling submitted details of an appeal by JJS against the policy not to allow inclusion onto the Housing Register due to rent arrears in respect of a former tenancy.

JJS was present at the meeting and outlined the reasons for the appeal and responded to Members’ questions in relation thereto.

Members then gave detailed consideration to the matter, in particular JJS’ current personal circumstances.

RESOLVED –  That the appeal be upheld and JSS be accepted onto the Housing Register, on condition he continues to pay at least £10 a week off his rent arrears.

APPEAL BY MH

The Manager – Client and Enabling submitted details of an appeal by MH against the policy not to allow inclusion onto the Housing Register due to her conduct and rent arrears in respect of a former tenancy.

MH and a representative were present at the meeting and outlined the reasons for the appeal and responded to Members’ questions in relation thereto.

Members then gave detailed consideration to the matter, in particular MH’s current personal circumstances.

RESOLVED – (1) That the appeal be upheld and MH be included on the Housing Register, on condition that – 

(a) the Manager – Client and Enabling is satisfied that MH has full back up and supervision in place if a tenancy is offered, and 

(b) MH continues to pay at least £2.50 a week off her rent arrears.
