Subject Matter

The Local Strategic Partnership Manager submitted Report PPP.52/06 setting out the processes and schedule for the production of a Sustainable Community Strategy for Carlisle, including the intentions for future reports to Executive and Overview and Scrutiny Committees and final adoption by the City Council.

The Local Strategic Partnership Manager advised Members that the Local Government Act 2000 requires authorities to prepare a Sustainable Community Strategy or Plan for their area.  He then outlined the aims, objectives and underlying principles of a Community Strategy/Plan and set out a proposed framework for the Strategy/Plan.   He outlined the timetable for consideration of the Plan with final approval by the City Council in May 2007.

In response to a Member's question about the reference to potential significant resource implications, the Head of Policy and Performance Services advised that these would not need to be addressed in the 2007/08 budget process.
