Reason:  The Plan is delayed for a number of reasons relating to additional work to be undertaken.  These are:

Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) – The Planning Inspectorate have informed the Council that it will not have a report on an Inquiry available in order that the Council can adopt its Local Plan in time to meet the July deadline for European Regulations on the requirement for a SEA.  Before July 2006 we did not need one, afterwards we do.  Therefore additional assessment is being undertaken.  This work is scheduled for completion by the end of February 2006.  A consequence of this work is that we must undertake a further consultation on the Plan.

Retail Capacity Study – since the last study, most capacity has been accounted for and the research base is being questioned, therefore an update is required.  This will report in March

Carlisle Renaissance – In order to incorporate this into the development plan system, the prospectus needs developing into something more robust.  The Development Framework and Movement Study will achieve this.  Once this work is done the linkages between Carlisle Renaissance and the Local Plan can be more clearly aligned.  Options appraisal at the earliest is April.

This results in the Plan not being revised until April with reports to Committee in June/July 2006
