Subject Matter

To consider a report from the Policy and Performance Manager presenting the Housing Strategy for Carlisle covering the period 2005 to 2010 and resulting Action Plan.

The Strategy has been considered by the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 6 January 2005 when one typographical error had been highlighted along with a suggested amendment to the Action Plan to mention the role of the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee in monitoring the implementation of the Strategy.  These changes, along with changes to the responsible Officer in Paragraphs 3.1, 3.7 and 3.8 of the Action Plan to read ‘Simon Taylor,’ had been incorporated into the final draft Strategy.

The Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee decided to support the final draft of the Housing Strategy, particularly the Action Plan and Risk Register which would be used during the future monitoring of the Strategy by the Committee.

The Chairman stated that as this was proposed before the flooding, this had to be taken into account.

The Chairman thanked Officers for the work undertaken in preparing the Housing Strategy document.
