1100hrs until 0030hrs hours the following day, other than where the Sunday falls before a day which is a Bank Holiday when the terminal hour will be 2am, other than Easter Sunday

4) The variation to the hours of operation requested are:

5) Schedule1 to the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the

     legislation for the licensing of public entertainment. Section 16 of the Schedule reads 

     as follows;

       (1) The holder of an entertainment licence may at any time apply to the appropriate

             authority for such variations of the terms, conditions or restrictions on or subject to 

             which the licence is held as may be specified in the application.

       (2) An authority to whom an application under sub-paragraph (1) above is made may:

(a) Make the variations specified in the application.

(b) Make such variations as they think fit including the imposition of terms, 

      conditions or restrictions other than those so specified ; or

(c) Refuse the application.

6) Planning Services report that the application is at variance with current planning approval, which was granted to the hours listed at para. 3 above (Appendix C).

7) Environmental Services have been consulted and have no objections (Appendix F).

8) Cumbria Fire Service have been consulted and have no objections (Appendix D).
