Schedule 1 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the legislation for the licensing of public entertainment.  Paragraph 2 (4) of the Schedule reads as follows:

“The appropriate authority may grant to any applicant, and from time to time renew, a licence for the use of any place specified in it for all or any part of the entertainment to which this paragraph applies on such terms and conditions and subject to such restrictions as may be so specified”.

5) Environmental Services have made comment regarding the control of noise to prevent nuisance, compliance with planning permission and that noise from patrons leaving the premises usually falls outside the scope of normal abatement legislation. (Appendix C)

6) Planning Services indicate that the hours requested are in contravention to planning consent approved on 12th July 2002. (Appendix D)
