ALLOWANCE “SAFEGUARD” POLICY (Key Decision)

Councillor J Mallinson, having declared a personal and prejudicial interest in this item of business left the meeting during consideration of this item and took no part in the discussion.

Portfolio - Finance and Performance Management

Subject Matter - The Head of Revenues and Benefits Services submitted Report CORP.81/07 presenting a draft Safeguard Policy for the Payment of Housing Benefit Local Housing Allowance.  The Policy was designed to protect vulnerable tenants' rent payments.  He reminded Members that the Executive on 28 August 2007 (EX.217/07) had been advised of details of the new Local Housing Allowance Scheme.  In preparation for its introduction a draft Safeguard Policy for the Payment of Housing Benefit Local Housing Allowance had been produced.

Summary of options rejected - None
