The premises currently have a Public Entertainment Licence for the fist floor and the licensee now applies to vary the hours as well as include the ground floor in the licence.

1) Dempseys is situated in Warwick Road near the junction with The Crescent (Appendix A).  The surrounding area is predominantly commercial including shops, offices and licensed premises. The applicant currently holds a Public Entertainment Licence for the first floor of the premises and now applies for a variation to the Public Entertainment Licence to include the ground floor as well as extend the hours of operation. A Public Entertainment Licence is in existence in respect of the first floor of the premises for the following hours:

· Sunday                      1800-2230

· Monday – Saturday   1800-0100

4) The variation is: 

a) to amend the hours of operation to:

· Sundays  1200hrs until 2330hrs

Other than where the Sunday precedes a Public Holiday when the application is to 0030 hrs

· Monday to Saturday (inclusive) 1100 hours until 0100 hours



b) to include the ground floor of the premises

5) Schedule1 to the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the

     legislation for the licensing of public entertainment. Section 16 of the Schedule reads 

     as follows;

       (1) The holder of an entertainment licence may at any time apply to the appropriate

             authority for such variations of the terms, conditions or restrictions on or subject to 

             which the licence is held as may be specified in the application.

       (2) An authority to whom an application under sub-paragraph (1) above is made may:

(a) Make the variations specified in the application.

(b) Make such variations as they think fit including the imposition of terms, 

      conditions or restrictions other than those so specified ; or

(c) Refuse the application.

6) Planning Services have indicated that the opening hours in the application are in contravention to planning consent granted on 29 August 1997. (Appendix C)

7) Environmental Services make the comment that noise created by patrons visiting premises of this nature late at night can cause disturbance to local residents. Noise so generated usually falls outside the scope of normal abatement legislation.   It must also be ensured that proceedings at the premises are effectively managed so as to ensure that undue disturbance is not caused to occupiers of nearby premises due to amplified sound. (Appendix D)

8) Cumbria Fire Service has been consulted and has no objections (Appendix E).

9) Cumbria Constabulary has been consulted and has no objections (Appendix F). 

10) This application has been advertised in the local newspaper and no objections have been lodged. 

11) Members are requested to consider the application, the objections raised and determine the outcome from the options available.

OPTIONS

1. To refuse the application.

2. To grant a variation to the Public Entertainment Licence for the hours requested, or to such hours as the Panel determines. This variation to include the ground floor.
