ITEMS FOR INFORMATION
Notification has been received from the Planning Inspectorate that:

An Appeal by Mr and Mrs MacGillivray against the City Council’s refusal to grant planning permission for the erection of a dwelling house on land at Park Road, Scotby, Carlisle was allowed and planning permission granted, subject to conditions.

An Appeal by Mr D MacGillivray against the City Council’s refusal to grant planning permission for the erection of a detached dwelling on land adjacent to Parkdale, Park Road, Scotby, Carlisle was allowed and planning permission granted, subject to conditions.

An Appeal was made by Carlisle Brass against the City Council’s grant of planning permission subject to conditions for the erection of warehousing and offices with associated access, parking, servicing, and landscaping on land at Parkhouse Road, Carlisle.    The condition in dispute was no. 20, imposed in the interests of highway safety.  The appeal was dismissed.

An Appeal by Mr J Little against the City Council’s refusal to grant planning permission for a brick built extension to provide living area and bedrooms at Tholt-Y-Will, Aglionby, Carlisle was dismissed.

The First Secretary of State has given consideration to the report of the Inspector who held a public local inquiry into an application by AWG Developments (Commercial) Ltd and H & H Group PLC on land at Borderway, Rosehill, Carlisle.  The Inspector recommended that planning permission be granted, which has been accepted by the Secretary of State.  He has thereby granted outline planning permission for a mixed use development incorporating Class B1 Business; Class A3 Food and Drink; an Hotel (Class C1); a day nursery (Class D1) and a health and fitness centre (Class D2), in accordance with application no. 2001/1168 dated 12 December 2001, subject to conditions.
