Summary:-

Rule 15.1 of the Overview and Scrutiny Procedures Rules deals with the procedure in respect of occasions where decisions taken by the Executive are urgent and where the call-in procedure should not apply.  In such instances the Mayor must agree that the decision proposed is reasonable in the circumstances and should be treated as a matter of urgency.

The record of the decision and the Decision Notice needs to state that the decision is urgent and not subject to call-in Decisions which have been taken under the urgency provisions must be reported to the next available meeting of the Council together with the reasons for urgency.  

At the meeting of the Executive on 28 April 2003, the Executive will be asked to consider a Report by the Head of Economy and Community regarding progress in implementing the Raffles Area Strategy which recommends the Council to agree funding proposals.  If the item is subject to the call-in procedures it would not be possible to consider the item until the next ordinary meeting of the Council on 15 July 2003.  In view of the fact that the item is to be considered by the whole Council and in order to avoid undue delay, the Mayor has agreed that this item is urgent and should not be subject to call-in.
