An appeal by Dennis Waggott Ltd against the City Council’s refusal to grant planning permission for the erection of two dwellings with paddock on land adjacent to Scaleby Moss Edge, Field No. 7386, Scaleby Hill was dismissed.

An appeal by Mr A Hunter against the City Council’s failure to give notice within the prescribed period of a decision on an application for planning permission (a revised application for terracing to rear garden, 20A Brampton Road, Carlisle) was dismissed and planning permission refused.

An appeal by A S Farrer against the City Council’s refusal to grant planning permission for a new bungalow on a derelict site at Greenwoodside, Smithfield, Carlisle has been dismissed.
