1) The Howard Arms public house is situated at Front Street Brampton. The area is predominantly commercial including shops and offices with the Showfield housing a short distance away to the rear. (Appendix A). Application is made for a Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the Function Room of the premises (Appendix B).

The hours of operation requested are:

· Monday and Tuesday
1100 hours until 2300 hours

· Wednesday to Saturday
1100 hours until 0100hrs

· Sunday

1200 hours to 2230 hours

Schedule 1 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the legislation for the licensing of public entertainment.  Paragraph 2 (4) of the Schedule reads as follows:

“The appropriate authority may grant to any applicant, and from time to time renew, a licence for the use of any place specified in it for all or any part of the entertainment to which this paragraph applies on such terms and conditions and subject to such restrictions as may be so specified”.

5) Environmental Services have no objection (Appendix C) and make the comments that noise created by patrons visiting premises of this nature late at night can cause disturbance to local residents. Noise so generated usually falls outside the scope of normal abatement legislation.   It must also be ensured that proceedings at the premises are effectively managed so as to ensure that undue disturbance is not caused to occupiers of nearby premises due to amplified sound.

6) Planning Services have no observations. (Appendix D)

7) 
Cumbria Fire Service has been consulted and they have no objections to the application and request an additional condition of the licence to highlight  the need to ensure the exit doors are unlocked. (Appendix E)

8) Cumbria Constabulary has no objection to the application (Appendix F)

9) This application has been advertised in the local newspaper and a maildrop has been carried out in the area.  Eight written objections have been received including two signed petitions from residents at Showfield.   (Appendix G1 – G8)

10) Carlisle Access Group have been consulted and request that the landlord be made aware of his obligations under the Disability Discrimination Act 1995 (Appendix H).

11) Members are requested to consider the application, the objections raised and determine the outcome referring to the options available.

1. To grant a Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the hours requested

2. To grant a Public Entertainment Licence to such hours as the Panel consider appropriate
