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Hardian's Wall Tourism Opportunities

On the evening of the 15th February the City Council and the Hadrian's Wall Tourism Partnership organised a Hadrian's Wall Tourism opportunities event at the Cumbrian Cottage Farm shop at Hayton.

The objective of the event was to invite people interested in setting up a tourism business in Hadrian's Wall Country.  Business support agencies,, including the Rural Women's Network, Chamber of Commerce, Inland Revenue Business Support Team, the Tourism and Conservation Partnership, Cumbria Rural Enterprise Agency and Cumbria Farm Tourism Initiative, Made in Cumbria as well as Carlisle City Council and the Hadrian's Wall Tourism Partnership.

When a similar event was held 18 months ago delegates asked to have presentations from people who have actually started in business.  With this in mind the delegates received presentations from Chris Kerse who owns Half Moon Wholefoods in Brampton, David Hutton who owns a bed and breakfast in Port Carlisle and Harriet Sykes who owns Talkin Head self catering accommodation.  Following their presentations there was an opportunity for delegates to ask questions in a session chaired by John Bell, Tourism Manager.

Over 70 people attended representing 36 new or proposed businesses.  The agencies attending reported a lot of interest and seven people have enrolled on the next business start up course being held in Brampton in March.

Jobs, Skills & Training Fair

On the 3rd February 2006 as part of the Redundancy Response Project we ran a jobs skills & training fair.  The fair was developed in partnership with Jobcentre Plus and the Cumberland News group.  86 Organisations were represented on the day with a mix of public and private sector employers, advice and support agencies and the training and education sector.

1249 members of the public attended the event and registered 

430 ‘live’ vacancies were on offer

10 individuals had successfully gained employment by the close of the event

107 individuals to date have successfully gained employment as a direct result of attending the event

1500 (plus) application forms were distributed or requested on the day

571 evaluation forms completed and all of the exhibitors completed and evaluation form on the event.
The partnership with the Job Centre and The Cumberland News group proved to be critical in the success of the event.

Carlisle Conference Group

Although the last few months have been tough for Carlisle Conference Group, we are finishing the year on a 'mini high'.

CCG has received written confirmation that following their last (and first visit to the City), Rotary District 1020 will be returning to Carlisle for their annual meeting (Approx 900 delegates) from 26 - 27 October 2007 inclusive.

In addition, following a familiarisation visit of Carlisle in December, CCG has received confirmation that Carlisle will be the destination for the Quilters Guild of the British Isles (Approx 500 delegates) on 3, 4 & 5 April 2008.

Both organisations will use the Sands Centre as the conference base, with hotels being used for accommodation, meals and some evening events.

Carlisle City’s Performance During 2005
Following the flood disaster of the weekend of 8/9th January 2005 funds were raised to undertake a marketing campaign to counter the negative perceptions of Carlisle, and the loss of business from the resulting reduction in visitors.  It was felt that it was crucial to restore a positive and attractive image so that the City’s regular users were attracted back in the immediate short term, and its potential short break takers and day visitors from outside the region were still attracted during the Spring period, and beyond.
City centre footfall recovered quickly immediately after the flooding in response to the recovery campaign whilst the increases in numbers at Bank Holiday weekends and half-terms also fulfilled the objectives of the exercise.  The  insert campaigns produced a good response in terms of both information requested and visits to the Historic Carlisle web site.  The latter enjoying a huge increase compared to the previous year.  This did not translate into a corresponding number of visitors but assisted in retaining a level which was in line with, or better than the regional picture.  The Christmas period which benefits from the promotion of  ‘Carlisle – The Christmas City’ festival was very successful from a footfall point of view and certainly bucked the national trend.

Monthly Unemployment Briefing – January 2006

The January 2006 jobless and claimant count figures were released by the Office for National Statistics today.  The claimant count was taken on 12th January 2006.

National Measures of Joblessness

These figures may be quoted by the national press but are not available for local areas and are provided for information only.  They should not be compared with those shown elsewhere in this report.

The jobless total for the UK (claimants and non claimants looking for work) rose by 108,000 in the 3 months to December 2005, giving a total of 1.54m.  The jobless rate is 5.1% nationally (these data are not produced at local level).  

The seasonally adjusted claimant count for the UK is 904,200, a fall of 2,000 from last month.  The rate is unchanged at 2.4% nationally (these data are not produced at local level).

The Claimant Count (not seasonally adjusted)

The number of people out of work and claiming benefit across the UK rose by 62,624 to 955,335.  The number of people out of work and claiming unemployment benefit in Cumbria rose by 581 to 6,256.  The male claimant count in Cumbria rose by 460 and the female claimant count rose by 121.  The number of claimants in all Local Authority Districts and in all Travel to Work Areas.

Residence-Based Claimant Rate

The residence-based claimant count expresses the number of claimants in an area as a percentage of the working age population resident in that area.  

UK residence rate – was up 0.2 at 2.6%.

Cumbria residence rate – was up 0.2 at 2.1%, 0.5 below the UK rate.  

Cumbria male residence rate – was up 0.3 at 3.1%, 0.6 below the UK male rate.

Cumbria female residence rate – was up 0.1 at 1.0%, 0.4 below the UK female rate.
