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Summary:-

Rule 15.1 of the Overview and Scrutiny Procedures Rules deals with the procedure in respect of occasions where decisions taken by the Executive are urgent and where the call-in procedure should not apply.  In such instances the Mayor must agree that the decision proposed is reasonable in the circumstances and should be treated as a matter of urgency.

The record of the decision and the Decision Notice needs to state that the decision is urgent and not subject to call-in.  Decisions which have been taken under the urgency provisions must be reported to the next available meeting of the Council together with the reasons for urgency.  

At the Special Meeting of the Executive on 24 May 2004, the Executive will consider a report relating to the draft Corporate/Performance plan and the prioritisation exercise.  The report has also been considered by the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 6 May 2004, the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 12 May 2004 and Corporate Resources Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 13 May 2004 and their comments on the report have been submitted to the Executive.  The Council is under a statutory obligation to publish the Corporate Plan by 30 June 2004.  As the call in period for this item would overlap the City Council decision on 1 June 2004, the Overview and Scrutiny Committees have been consulted on the report and Members will have the opportunity to debate the report at the full Council Meeting on 1 June 2004 the Mayor agreed that the above decision was urgent and the call‑in process should not be applied as any delay caused by the call in would seriously prejudice the Council’s ability to publish the Corporate Plan by the 30 June 2004.

Recommendation:-

That the position be noted.
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
