Connect2 Cyclepath – Currock Footbridge
Pursuant to Procedure Rule 12, the Town Clerk and Chief Executive reported the receipt of the following motion submitted on notice by Councillor 

Mrs Bradley.


“This Council supports the completion of the Carlisle Connect2 Cyclepath and undertakes to act as a champion for the project, to do everything possible to promote sustainable transport links and connecting communities through the Kingmoor – Currock Connect2 route.


The Council recognises the difficulties caused by the Currock footbridge at one end of the route, which is not accessible for wheelchair users, cyclists or families with push chairs.  The Council also recognises that this footbridge has been the cause of a substantial number of public complaints over recent years.


The Council asks the Executive to act as a champion to help resolve these problems and drive the project forward by working in partnership with Cumbria County Council, Sustrans and any other appropriate organisations to identify solutions and possible sources of funding.

Councillor Glover seconded the motion and after some discussion the motion of Councillor Mrs Bradley as set out above was AGREED.
