1.3      Enforcement Notice Appeals
Members may recall from my previous report a matter relating to an unauthorised scaffolding use at a property known as Steadfolds near Irthington. Further to the Enforcement Notice appeal, the scaffolding business has now been transferred to Michael Thompsons Yard, St Ninians Road, Carlisle. The scaffolding racks, poles, boards and vehicles have now been relocated. There is still an outstanding issue concerning two containers which the occupier claims are being used for storing domestic items until he builds a new garage. This matter is being pursued with the occupier.
A separate matter subject to an Enforcement Notice appeal concerns an unauthorised smoking shelter at the South End Constitutional Club, St Nicholas, Carlisle The property lies within the Botchergate East Conservation Area and is located immediately adjacent to a Grade 11Listed Building. The location of the shelter is causing disturbance to and affecting the amenity of the adjoining occupier and its construction is adversely impacting on the setting of the Listed Building. An Enforcement Notice was served by the Council on 2nd November 2009 and the Councils statement has to be lodged with the Planning Inspectorate by 2nd February 2010.

Overview of Activity
During 2009, 232 enforcement cases were recorded on the Acolaid system. 
·   17 relate to a breach of planning conditions

·   19 relate to the siting of caravans

·   21 relate to agricultural land or buildings

· 103 relate to works at domestic properties

·   40 relate to works or activities at commercial properties

·     9 relate to housing schemes

·   23 relate to unauthorised signage
Eight cases have been recorded in 2010 at the time this report was prepared (19th January).

Of the 232 cases referred to above, 157 (as at 19/01/10) have been resolved either through negotiation or where site visits have revealed that no breach of planning control has actually taken place or where necessary, planning applications have been submitted and approved 
50 involve ongoing monitoring or negotiation to achieve a resolution
25 are awaiting applications to be submitted or be determined

In addition 38 cases received prior to 2009 are still being monitored and under investigation.
