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Late 2003 meeting of Hadrian's Wall Tourism Partnership had presentation of interim report of rebranding of Wall jointly sponsored by One North East and North West Development Agency, which emphasised Tullie House's importance as part of the experience. An update on the study will be presented on 19th. February 2004.





Carlisle was involved in the North West Regional Intelligence Unit Year 9 and Adult Participation survey of Sport, Arts and Creative Activities.  The national Museums, Libraries and Archives Council's, Renaissance in the Regions- A New Vision for England's Museums is seeking information from North West Hub Museums to base central funding allocations and it is considered that the decision to produce a full business/development plan for Tullie House will be a valuable contribution to the survey.  The cost of the Petteril Bank Project has, as with many similar projects, increased and moves are afoot to close the funding gap to enable the start date to be achieved.





An enjoyable morning was spent at the Sure Start Little Luvs Centre at Petteril bank, which has fine facilities for pre-school children.  The Funding Fare held at Carlisle Racecourse was a success with increased numbers of participants both from the searchers and suppliers of grant funds.





A Saturday evening was spent in enjoyable company at the 40th. Anniversary Event of Harraby Community Centre where it was a joy to see the range of users who were represented and the number of people who were involved with the start and could still show an interest.





A meeting was held with representatives of the Cumberland Show Committee to explore ways in which the Council may become more involved, not necessarily financial, with the Show. A few ideas were taken away for consideration, particularly ways of attracting greater interest to the urban community.
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
