Summary:
As part of its Revenue Budget for 2004/05 the City Council has allocated a total of £67,780 for the provision of improved amenity lighting in the district.  This report sets out a proposed programme of work prepared after consultation with members, the Police and CHA and based upon requests received.

AMENITY LIGHTING PROGRAMME 2004/05

1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OPTIONS

1.1 As part of its Revenue Budget for 2004/05 the City Council has allocated £17,780 for the provision of new amenity lighting.  In addition to this £50,000 Capital funding has been allocated for 2004/05 to provide additional lighting.  The total budget available is therefore £67,780. 


1.2 A considerable number of requests for improved lighting have been received from Members of the Council who all received a letter inviting them to identify the locations for lighting in their Wards.  To try and establish an order of priority consultation has taken place with the following groups:-

· City Council Members

· Carlisle Police

· Carlisle Housing Association

· Relevant City Council Officers

· Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership

As a result of this consultation a number of specific locations have been identified for improvement and these are highlighted on the list in Appendix 1.  The suggested programme of work for 2004/05 has been formed from these highlighted schemes.

1.3 In preparing the programme the allocation of funds between the urban and rural area has been split in the proportion 70/30 to match the population split.

1.4 From discussions with the County Council, Carlisle Housing Association and the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership it appears likely that it will be possible to obtain match funding from these organisations for suitable lighting improvements.  The suggested programme has therefore taken this into account.  It should be noted however that discussions with these organisations have not been finalised and the suggested programme of works are provisional at this stage apart from those works entirely funded by the City Council.  Should funding, particularly for those lights in Upperby (as set out in Table 1b), be achieved from the County Council then the City’s contribution would reduce.  This funding would be allocated to the existing list of requests by the Head of CTS and Portfolio Holder.

1.5 Suggested Programme of Works
a) City Council Funded Schemes
Table (a) in Appendix 1 details works to a total value of £40,000, which it is proposed, should be entirely funded by the City Council.

b) Jointly Funded Schemes
Table (b) in Appendix 1 details a programme of works which it is suggested should be jointly funded (50/50) with Carlisle Housing Association.  The majority of works are in the Currock/Upperby areas, which are considered by Carlisle Housing Association to be a priority area for improvement.  In previous years a considerable amount of jointly funded lighting improvements have been carried out and this suggested programme would result in the majority of lighting in the Petteril Bank area now being improved.

Carlisle Housing Association have not yet agreed to this programme of work and further discussions are required with them.  Approval is requested to continue these discussions and to offer a City Council contribution up to a maximum of £22,800.

c) Carlisle Housing Association Funded Schemes
Carlisle Housing Association have identified a number of lighting improvement schemes which they may wish to fund.  These are detailed in Table © of Appendix 1.  It is suggested that the City Council implement these and any additional schemes, which Carlisle Housing Association wish to fund.  No City Council funding will be provided for these schemes.

d) Other Sources of Funding
The County Council and the Carlisle and Eden Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership may have funding which can be used for improved lighting.  No specific programme of work has been identified but discussions are ongoing with these organisations.  A number of possible schemes are listed in Table (d) of Appendix 1.

Lighting Energy Costs
The lighting improvements, which it is proposed to implement, will result in higher electricity costs.  Obviously at locations where new lights are being provided then extra energy is being consumed.  Also where existing lights are being improved then the existing orange lights are being replaces with white lights which are of a higher wattage. The increased costs are not high, approximately £5/year for each new lamp and £2.50/year for each improved light.  It is proposed that the policy used in previous years continue, subject to the County Council being in agreement.  This is for the City Council to meet the energy costs for footpath lighting and the County Council to meet the energy costs for road lighting.

This will then enable officers to establish the total number of locations where work can be funded.

3.1.1. Members approve the programme of works set out in Appendix 1 of the report.

3.1.2. The agreed programme of works be submitted to the Carlisle Local Committee for consideration.
