1) The Near Boot Inn is situated at Whiteclosegate Carlisle. The area is predominantly a residential area on the outskirts of the City (Appendix A) and an Application is made for a Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the premises including the rear gardens. (Appendix B).

Schedule 1 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the legislation for the licensing of public entertainment.  Paragraph 2 (4) of the Schedule reads as follows:

“The appropriate authority may grant to any applicant, and from time to time renew, a licence for the use of any place specified in it for all or any part of the entertainment to which this paragraph applies on such terms and conditions and subject to such restrictions as may be so specified”.

5) Environmental Services comment on a number of areas:

a) Suggested conditions on entertainment outside the premises

b) Sanitary provision

c) Inflatables

d) Noise created by patrons visiting the premises     (Appendix C)

6) Planning Services have no observations. (Appendix D)

7) Cumbria Fire Service has been consulted and they have no objections to the application and request additional conditions of the licence for outside events:

a) 
events take place during the hours of daylight only.   

b)  suitable fire fighting equipment is provided on any stage which may be erected.   

The number of persons accommodated inside the premises should not exceed 180 and the suggested capacity outside the premises is 400(Appendix E)

8) Cumbria Constabulary has no objection to the application (Appendix F)

9) This application has been advertised in the local newspaper and by a maildrop carried out in the area.  Thirteen written objections have been received as well as a petition from local residents (Appendix G1 – G13)

10) The Licensee was granted an Occasional Public Entertainment Licence for an event, which took place at the premises on Monday 30th August 2004.  The licence included inside premises as well as the gardens at the rear.   Conditions were imposed prohibiting the use of amplified music and singing outside the public house and that no music or singing was permitted outside after 7.30pm.   No complaints of noise or disturbance were recorded following this event.

11) Carlisle Access Group has no objections (Appendix H)

12) Members are requested to consider the application, the objections raised and determine the outcome referring to the options available.

OPTIONS

1. To grant a Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the internal and external areas of the premises as well as the hours requested

2. To grant a Public Entertainment Licence in respect of such areas and hours as the Panel consider appropriate

In the event of the grant of the licence, Members may wish to attach appropriate ‘Special Conditions’ in addition to the standard conditions attached to all Public Entertainment licences.
