Subject Matter

A Minute Excerpt from the Corporate Resources Overview and Scrutiny Committee of 15 June 2006 was submitted containing the Committee's observations on the Constitution of the Carlisle Local Strategic Partnership.

(a) the staffing and cost implications for the City Council emanating from attendance at meetings of the LSP and which had not been quantified.

(b) clarification had been sought regarding the Councillor representation on the LSP i.e. the Leader plus one Member from each of the Political Groups.

(c)  whether any body had a power of veto.

(d)  the importance of raising the profile of the LSP.
