Subject Matter

The Director of Corporate Services reported (CORP 17/08) on proposals for continuing the current 24/7 Concessionary Fares Scheme.  She informed Members that the Council had received a number of approaches by Pensioners and their representatives with regard to the Scheme which the Portfolio Holder had indicated would be reviewed should the financial position of the Council improve.  She informed Members that, following improvements in the Revenue Financial position of the Council including the results of the insurance tendering exercise, the Council was now in a position to review the Concessionary Fares Scheme.  She added that the additional cost of allowing all Carlisle Concessionary Pass Holders 24/7 free travel throughout the District was estimated to be £115,000 (£134,000 gross but Disabled Pass Holders and Free 24/7 travel 30 April was already accounted for).

Summary of options rejected:

DECISION

(1)
That the Executive recommend the City Council to maintain a 24/7 Free Concessionary Fares Scheme, due to become off peak only for the over 60's from 1 May 2008, I.e. 24/7 Free Travel continues to be allowed from 1 May 2008 onwards for all Carlisle Concessionary Pass Holders within England (off peak) and all local bus journeys starting in Carlisle district before 9.30 am Monday to Friday.

(2) That the cost of maintaining a free 24/7 Concessionary Travel Scheme of £115,000 in 2008/09 be met from the reduced recurring Insurance Premiums.

Reasons for Decision

To advise on options for financing the continuation of the current 24/7 Concessionary Fares Scheme.
