CONTROL OF DEVELOPMENT AND ADVERTISING

RESOLVED – That the Applications referred to in the Schedule of Applications under Sections A, B, C and D be approved/refused/deferred subject to the conditions as set out in the Schedule of Decisions attaching to these Minutes:-

(a)
Erection of 12 No. Detached Dwellings and 4 No. Linked 2 Bed Houses for Rent for Local Occupancy on Land at Field 3328 Castle Carrock (Revised Application 02/0196)  

Councillors Collier (Chairman), Farmer and G Prest, having declared an interest in this item of business, took no part in the voting or discussion thereon and left the room.  

Councillor Collier vacated the Chair and Councillor Morton took the Chair.

Councillor Morton made a number of housekeeping announcements to assist in the consideration of this application.

The Development Control Manager reported in considerable detail the background to application 02/0196, indicating that this was an extremely major and complex matter.

The report identified what were considered to be the main issues, namely:

· Landscape Impact;

· Design Details;

· Scale of Development; and

· Housing Policy.

The Development Control Manager stressed for the record that the report, and indeed all earlier reports, on the matter had been circulated to Local Plans and Development Control colleagues, together with the Head of Planning Services, for prior comment and any changes recommended as a result of those consultations had been incorporated.

The application was recommended for approval and it was further recommended that, should the Committee be minded to approve the same, then prior to the release of planning permission the applicant be required to enter into a Section 106 Agreement covering the following matters:

(a)
The provision of the 4 no. 2 bed houses as local need, low cost units.

(b)
The basis on which an affordable rent would be established and protected.

(c)
The definition of qualification as occupants to ensure these units met local need. 

(d)
The phasing of the development of the site over a period of time so that it did not result in the whole of the site being developed at the outset but progressively released it in stages consistent with rural housing land targets.

The Development Control Manager reminded Members that the Government Office for the North West (GONW) had previously issued an Article 14 Direction, the effect of which being that the Local Planning Authority was precluded from granting planning permission for a development  to which the Direction related without special authorisation.

Consequently, if the Council accepted the above recommendation, it would be necessary for the application to be referred to GONW with the indication that the Council was “minded to grant planning permission”.  GONW would then consider the basis on which the Council wished to take that action and may either return the application to the Council for determination or call‑in the application for consideration at a Public Inquiry.

In conclusion, the Development Control Manager paid tribute to the members of Castle Carrock Parish Council for their endeavours, attitude to their community and determination to do what they considered right for that community.   On a personal note he thanked the Parish Council for the open, honest, direct and transparent manner by which they had pursued their enquiries and, above all, for their unfailing courtesy over the past thirteen months.

Mr P Miles (Objector) was present at the meeting.  He indicated that Dr A Hollings, Mrs H Richards, Mrs C Rawthorn, Mr G D Low and himself had registered rights to speak.  In order to assist the effective achievement of the business of the meeting it had been agreed that only two persons would address the Committee on the matter.

Mr A Chapman (Objector) had registered a right to speak but was unable to be present at the meeting.

Mr Miles and Mrs Rawsthorn then made representations to the Committee against the application.

Mr R Bird (Chairman of Castle Carrock Parish Council) was present at the meeting and made representations against the application.

A Ward Member was in attendance and spoke against the application.

Mr A Willison‑Holt (Armstrong Payne Associates, on behalf of the Applicant) was present at the meeting.  The Chairman asked Mr Willison‑Holt whether he required time to consider the representations made, but Mr Willison‑Holt indicated that he would proceed.

Mr Willison‑Holt circulated to Members copies of plans incorporated within the report for ease of reference.  He then made representations to the Committee in favour of the application.

ENFORCEMENT RE: GREENSYKE FARM, CUMDIVOCK, DALSTON

Pursuant to Minute DC.4/03, the Principal Development Control Officer presented report P.14/03 updating Members on the current position concerning Greensyke Farm, Cumdivock, Dalston. 

It had become apparent that work had continued at Greensyke Farm, particularly as regards the creation of the Teachers’ Retreat, previously subject to planning application number 01/1013.  The Kingswood Learning and Leisure Group had also submitted an application (Reference Number 03/0089/FP) to satisfy the Building Regulations for the erection of an electricity sub-station.  Following discussions with United Utilities, it was likely that the enclosed sub‑station also constituted development requiring planning permission.

The Principal Development Control Officer drew Members’ attention to three letters received either from or on behalf of The Kingswood Group, which confirmed:

· Nathaniel Lichfield & Partners (NLP) had been appointed to lead a new project team comprising of Waterman Environmental and MVA and Demesne Architects to undertake a full site assessment and use the findings to develop a Masterplan and Management Plan.

· Once the site assessment work and development strategy had been formulated it was intended that a new planning application would be submitted for consideration.  This application would address all the outstanding issues such as the treatment of surface and foul water, provision of fire hydrants and highways issues, including the provision of a green transport plan.

· NLP would liase closely with the Council and the local community throughout the site appraisal work to ensure that comments could be taken on board at every stage of the process.

· The Kingswood Group was committed to finding a way forward through the Masterplan and had already taken steps to address concerns by: 

removing partitions to remove certain dormitories and reinstate an assembly hall, thus reducing the total number of beds from 200 to 140; not to operate the “Camp Beaumont” use in the foreseeable future; and the archery enclosure and two aeroball enclosures had been removed from the site, along with the floodlighting.  The marquee would also not be reinstated.

· In the light of the remedial action already undertaken and the recent appointment it was asked that the Committee consider delaying any further Enforcement Action.  The delay being to allow NLP to work with everybody to develop an acceptable solution through negotiation, without the need to resort to a Public Inquiry.

· The Kingswood Group had indicated that, in due course, they may apply for a Lawful Development Certificate for the use of the land and buildings as an Educational Activity Centre, reflecting the continued advice that no material change of use was involved.

NLP had informally indicated that it would take between two – three months before the Council would receive the new application.  To date the Council had commenced Enforcement proceedings by serving a Section 330 Notice which had to be completed and returned by 11 March 2003.  Upon receipt the relevant Enforcement Notice(s) could be served which would stipulate the remediation work and a reasonable timescale within which it must be undertaken.

He then outlined the issues which he felt should be taken into account in any Enforcement Notice(s).   Members’ attention was also drawn to the additional correspondence received since the distribution of the main schedule of applications.  In particular, a letter dated 13 March 2003 from Wilbraham & Co, Solicitors, expressing concern on behalf of the local residents as regards the advice contained within the report that enforcement action should be held in abeyance for three months, and arguing that the Council should forthwith proceed with such action.

In the light of the above, the Principal Development Control Officer suggested that the recommendation contained within report P.14/03 be amended and enforcement action be taken without delay as originally agreed by Members on 21 January 2003.

*AMENDMENT TO PLANNING CONDITION: UNITS 1F, 1G AND 1H PORT ROAD BUSINESS PARK, CARLISLE

The Head of Planning Services submitted report P.16/03 concerning a request to vary a planning condition attached to the planning approval, granted on 20 December 2002, for the use of Units 1F, 1G and 1H within the Port Road Business Park as a non‑residential Education Centre for construction industry training.

It was noted that condition 2 required that the premises should be used for an Education Centre and for no other purpose including any other purpose in Class D1 of the Schedule to the Town and Country Planning (Use Classes) Order 1987, or in any provision equivalent to that Class in any Statutory Instrument revoking and re‑enacting that Order, the reason being to preclude the possibility of the use of the premises for purposes inappropriate in the locality.

The applicants and the letting agents for the development as a whole had raised concerns that the original planning approval for the whole of the Business Park permitted uses that fell within Use Classes B1 (Business), B2 (General Industry) and B8 (Storage and Distribution).  However the condition as worded prevented reversion to any of these uses in the event of the Training Centre ceasing to operate, or when its lease expired.

Clearly, that was not the intention when the application was considered and the above condition imposed, and it would therefore seem reasonable to amend that condition to allow for the “fall back” position which would arise at some stage in the future.  

The Head of Planning Services therefore advised that the condition be re‑worded as follows:

“The premises shall be used for purposes falling within either Class B1 (Business), B2 (General Industry) or B8 (Storage and Distribution) or as an education centre under the provisions of Class D1 of the Schedule to the Town and Country Planning (Use Classes) Order 1987, or in any provisions equivalent to those Classes in any Statutory Instrument revoking and re‑enacting that Order.

Reason:
To preclude the possibility of the use of the premises for purposes inappropriate in the locality.”

RESOLVED – That Condition 2 of Planning Permission 02/1221 be amended as detailed above.
