

19 July Carlisle and Eden Local Health Group met at Petteril Bank Extended School and started with a tour of the new facilities.

The main agenda items were a presentation by Catherine Elliot on the development of Carlisle Renaissance and discussion on ways to encourage more people to take up cycling for health.

20 July the Bitts Park water feature was switched on just in time for the start of the school summer holidays.

3 August National Play Day was celebrated by well attended play activities in the park and 2 well received performances by a Swiss Street Performance Group who stopped off on their way to the Edinburgh Festival.

The Sheepmount Development was finally completed and it was good to see that the first two groups to use it were young footballers from Carlisle 

Glass League and young athletes on the Go4It Scheme, emphasising that it is a facility for the future.

8 August was interesting to attend Workshop on Three Rivers Strategy where many ideas were put forward for possible incorporation, some rather more surreal than others.

24 August had site meeting with petitioners re Broad Street Play Area and useful discussion took place over possibility of working in partnership to improve the Area.

After writing this will attend a meeting with Management Trustees of Downagate Community Centre in an attempt to move forward the Council Resolution.

Multi Use Games Areas at Melbourne Park and Dale End Road have been signed off by Sport England and construction will commence shortly.

Consultants on Sports Feasibility Study have commenced work and are well into consultation stage.

A Flensburg Youth Worker will be joining the community team on 3 months placement and should produce a useful exchange of ideas and could lead to some form of reciprocal process if successful.
