EMPLOYMENT LAND ALLOCATIONS

Officers are recommending that the existing allocations in the deposit draft are retained.

In addition there are a number of issues raised.

The allocations led to a shortfall in local employment sites to meet the Structure Plan requirement over the whole plan period.

Officers consider the following strategy will help meet this need.

Allocation of housing sites at Laings, Dalston Road, and Cavaghan and Gray, London Road will lead to redeveloped sites for employment should a mixed use allocation be implemented.

Key Safety Systems and United Utilities sites in Denton Holme will only partially be redeveloped and consequently it is unlikely to create new employment development within the first half of the plan period but may lead to change later in the plan period.

South of Park Road

Representation by Walton Goodland requests land south of Park Road Durranhill for a premier pedigree livestock centre to redevelop Borderway Mart.  Officers consider that this unique asset should be accommodated within Carlisle.  Allocating a site close to Rosehill would be beneficial as this has developed into an Agri-business Estate and this could be capitalised upon.  In addition this would free up land for redevelopment within the industrial estate adding to the Local Employment Sites.

Burgh Road

4 Hectares of land at Burgh Road was requested to be allocated for employment land.  Whilst access is good and close to other industrial areas the site is on the edge of the urban area and its development would have a significant impact on the surrounding countryside. The objector considers that the site would round-off the urban area in this location and softening of the edge could be achieved through structural planting. The allocations is not supported.

Carlisle Airport

A request to allocate additional land at Carlisle Airport has been made.  The site is adjacent to existing industrial land but not regarded as within the airport boundaries as part of the strategic allocation.  The strategic allocation is related to the operation of the airport and existing businesses, to add further land in this location would not be sustainable.  Irthington wastewater treatment works is close to capacity and would not sustain additional land allocation. The allocation is not supported.

Changes to existing text in the Deposit Plan

Kingmoor Park

The objector has requested that a specific policy be developed for Kingmoor Park and Brunthill in order to deal with development for the Regional Investment Site comprehensively.  Officers agree that this would be an appropriate way forward.  A revision to the existing development guide is also to be undertaken.  

The new policy will encompass a number of issues, namely: phasing of development, development type and hub centre concept and possible uses (so far hotel, petrol filling station, corner shop, café and creche type uses to cater for business needs and needs of the employees of the estate).  The development brief/masterplan will also cover a number of issues such as landscaping, road infrastructure, pedestrian and cycle access, design and layout.

Wording of the policy is still to be confirmed but members views are sought on any issues they wish to be included.

Lowther Street 

A request has been made that the whole site could be developed for retail rather than mixed use.  Officers consider this is appropriate and would recommend that this be referred to in the allocation.

Carlisle Airport

As the allocation is contained in the Structure Plan as a strategic site and as such it should refer to including development which has a need to be located at the airport.  The existing policy just refers to development that has a need to be located at the airport.  The amended text would widen the scope of potential users.  It has long been envisaged that some of the companies had located at the airport, as there are no alternative locations in Brampton or this part of the rural area.  Officers are concerned that broadening the text in the plan to include more than just local or airport related employment could encourage the site’s promotion for other uses.  The strategic nature of the allocation reflects the existing use of an airport in that location and should therefore be reflected in the allocation.

Longtown

No site has been identified for the allocation in Longtown although officers wish to retain the allocation in the plan to encourage investment to the area dependent upon the availability of land to be brought forward.
