Willowholme/Caldewgate Development Brief
Pursuant to Procedure Rule 12 the Town Clerk and Chief Executive reported the receipt of the following motion, which had been submitted on notice by Councillor Boaden.

“The Council notes the proposed changes to the Carlisle District Local Plan in relation to Willowholme/Caldewgate.  The Council also notes the apparent silence of current Carlisle Renaissance proposals in relation to this important area of the area.

In view of the potential of this area of the city for significant, appropriate and much needed regeneration and development, the Council calls upon the Executive to commission the production of a development brief for Willowholme/Caldewgate as a matter of urgency”.

The motion was seconded by Councillor Ms Martlew.

Councillor Mrs Luckley moved and Councillor Aldersey seconded an amendment to the motion of Councillor Boaden by adding words/changing words so that the amended motion would then read :

“The Council notes the proposed changes to the Carlisle District Local Plan in relation to Willowholme/Caldewgate and also notes the absence of plans for St Nicholas.  The Council also notes the apparent silence of current Carlisle Renaissance proposals in relation to these important areas of the city.

In view of the potential of these areas for significant, appropriate and much needed regeneration and development, the Council calls upon the Executive to commission the production of development briefs for Willowholme, Caldewgate and St Nicholas as a matter of urgency.

Councillor Boaden as the mover of the original motion accepted the amendments as proposed by Councillor Mrs Luckley.  Following discussion and voting thereon the motion of Councillor Boaden as amended and as set out above was AGREED.
