Subject Matter

The Director of Legal and Democratic Services reported (LDS.80/08) the receipt from the Carlisle Renaissance Board of a copy of the Board's Action Plan for 2009-12.  He informed Members that under the terms of the Collaboration Agreement the City Council as one of the founding partners were required to consider and approve the Action Plan. 

The Director of Carlisle Renaissance commented that one of the early challenges for the Carlisle Renaissance Board was to prepare an Action Plan to deliver the Board's priorities.  The Board had held 2 meetings and determined 4 priorities in their Action Plan.  The delivery of each priority would take time, effort and resources and it was important that the actions were prioritised in order to deploy those resources successfully.  He added that each of the founding organisations would need to comment and approve the Action Plan which would then be subject to review on an annual basis. 

The Leader proposed that the Action Plan be submitted to the Council's Overview and Scrutiny Committees on 28 January 2009 for their observations and views prior to the Executive receiving feedback and submitting the Plan to the City Council for a formal response.

The Portfolio Holder for Environment and Infrastructure commented that the Action Plan as circulated did not include details on the work which had been carried out with regard to the Movement Strategy or the Parking Study.
